Connecting to the Internet at Home

WARNING—This is what Dino did to his machine.  Realize it might not work for your situation.  Also, understand if you modify your settings incorrectly, your laptop might not be able to access the Internet at school.

IF YOU HAVE A DIAL-UP CONNECTION

· Follow the instruction for accessing the Internet given by your Internet Service Provider.  You might need to install a program or setup a dialup number.  Call your Internet Service Provider if you need help.  
· After you setup your laptop as instructed by your ISP, see if you can access the Internet.  You should be able to connect to the Internet but no pages will load in Internet Explorer.  You will need to do the following in Internet Explorer to solve this problem.

· Launch Internet Explorer.

· Go to Tools → Internet Options… → Connections (tab) → LAN Settings (button).
· Uncheck the box labeled, “Use a proxy server for your LAN.”
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· When you dial up to the Internet, you should be able to browse normally in Internet Explorer now.
· You will need to recheck the box when you return to the Academy.
IF YOU HAVE A CABLE MODEM OR DSL MODEM

· See the last section.  You will also need to uncheck the box labeled, “Use a proxy server for your LAN” when at home and recheck at school.
· In addition, you will need to install onto laptop your DSL/Cable Modem software and connect a Ethernet cable to your computer.  Contact your Internet Service Provider if you need help.  
· You will also probably need to have a dynamic IP/DNS address.  Follow the steps below to create this situation.  
· On the desktop, right mouse button click on “My Network Places” and select Properties from the pop up menu

· Double click on:
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· Then scroll down and double click on “Internet Protocol (TCP/IP)”
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· Next a window will appear.  Write down the 5 sets of numbers that you see in case you need them in the future.  
· Then click the radio buttons for obtaining the IP address automatically and obtaining the DNS server address automatically (as shown below).
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· Click OK and you are done.

IF YOU HAVE A WIRELESS NETWORK AT HOME

· You need a wireless access point and a DSL or cable modem

· You do the same procedure as above except double click on  [image: image5.png]ireless Netwark Connection
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· You will need to return the Internet Protocol (TCP/IP) Properties box back to its original settings to use the wireless network at school.  That means typing in those five sets of numbers each time you return to school.  (Netswitcher.com sells a program that will automate this process for you.)
· “WHAT IF I DON’T HAVE THE INTERNET AT HOME?”

· Netzero.com provides dialup Internet access for $10/month
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
