Excel Interactive Projects
1.
Locate a background picture.  Your picture needs to be about 
600 x 800 pixels.  Smaller pictures will not contain enough detail 
and if the picture is too large, it may not all be visible.  Name and 
save your picture.
2. Open Excel.  
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3.
In order for this project to work, you must 
resize all the cells so 
they are very small.  
This allows you to pinpoint where your 
information will be inserted.  To select all of 
the cells at once, click the space located at 
the top right corner between 1 and A.  
Click Format – Column – Width and set the 
column width to 1.5.
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4.
Select Format – Sheet – 
Background.  Locate 
your picture in your file 
and click to insert.
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To eliminate the tiled images, your must fill the cells with paint. Click on the row number where the image begins to repeat.  Then press Ctrl + Shift + the down arrow key to select all the cells below.   Select a color from the paint bucket.
6.
Next select the column where the image begins to 
repeat.  Press 
Ctrl + Shift + the right arrow 
key to select all the remaining cells.  Color this area using the 
paint bucket.


7.
To eliminate the grid over your image, click on 
Tools – Options.  Then click on the View tab.  
Remove the check next to Gridlines then click 
OK.

8
To add a “pop-up comment” select a cell, click on 
Insert – 
Comment.  The formatting of the 
comment box can be changed as well as the text. 
9.
To add a hyperlink select a cell, click on Insert – Hyperlink.  Type 
a period (or letter of you choosing) in the Text to display box.  
The URL will be displayed if you don’t add this feature.
