Getting Started with Discourse



To use Discourse, students need to connect to your computer from their computer.  
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Step 1. Log students on
1. Launch Discourse Teacher.  
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. The Discourse Student Logon dialog box appears.

3. The “Discourse Student Logon” dialog box displays the address your students will need to enter to connect to the class.  It’s something like 10.1.x.x
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Instructions for Students
a) Launch Discourse Student.  
b) Click File > Connect via IP..., type the address, and click OK.

c) Enter your first and last name, and then click OK. 
As each student logs on, their name appears in the Discourse Student Logon window.



4. When all students have logged on, click OK to close the Discourse Student Logon window.
Step 2. Ask a question
The quickest way to get started is to simply ask a verbal question and click [image: image2.png]


. The students' responses appear in your teacher window.
You can also type an open-ended question in the Question box and click [image: image3.png]


. The question will appear on students' screens.

If you want to create a multiple-choice question, do the following:

1.  From the Question Type box, select Multiple Choice.

2.  In the Question box, type the question.

3.  In the Answers box, double-click to the right of the gray arrow. A text box appears.

4.  Type the first multiple choice answer.

5.  Double-click below the box and enter another multiple choice answer.

6. Repeat step 5 until you have entered all of the multiple choice answers.

7.  Click to the left of the correct answer to place a green check mark.
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to send the question to students' screens.

9.  To ask another question, click [image: image5.png]


 and repeat the steps above.
