How to Edit Your FrontPage Web Site
Note:  You need to use PC’s with FrontPage installed to edit your web site.  
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Login and select Internet Explorer from the Quick Launch toolbar. 

2. Type the address of your web page in the Address box of Internet Explorer.  The format is:  
southeastmich.com/[your login name]  OR tool4learning.com/[your login name]  
Example:  
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3. Go to the page within your site that you wish to edit.  

4. After your page is displayed, go to the top toolbar in Internet Explorer and click the FrontPage Edit button.  (It looks like an arrow.)  If you can’t find this icon, select “Edit with Microsoft FrontPage” from the File menu in Internet Explorer.  
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5. This will launch FrontPage.  You will be asked for your name and password.  Type in your normal login name and password.
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Now you can edit your page!  Keep in mind that FrontPage is fairly similar to Microsoft Word.
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7. To save your work, click the SAVE button in the toolbar at the top of the FrontPage window.  This will update your page on the Internet. 

8. When you’re done, close FrontPage.

You can check your work by going to your page in Internet Explorer.  Note: You may need to press the Refresh button.  
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Important Note about Images and FrontPage 

1. When you insert a picture into a web page, it critical that you RESAMPLE the image so the download time is reasonable.
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436 seconds to download a web page is unreasonable.  Your pages should all be about 30 seconds or less.  


2. To correct this situation, click a photo once and then click once on the resample button.  


Notice now the download time for the page is 5 seconds.  This is much more reasonable.  

You should resample all the images on a given page before you save the page.  
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
