Windows Journal

Not a painting program but you can remove the ruled background and the name on the top to achieve a white canvas for your images.  (File—>Page Setup)

Photoshop Elements

It’s not just a photo manipulation program.  Create a empty canvas and start painting/drawing.
InkArt and ArtRage
Each of these programs has sophisticated tools for painting and drawing.  Try using a tracing image on the background and painting on top of it.  
My Font Tool
Create a font using your handwriting.  Everyone should try it once.
