Connecting Your Laptop to the Classroom Monitor
In addition to your laptop, you need a Composite TV-Out Adapter Cable and a RCA to RCA Coax cable.

Here’s what you need to do:

· Select the proper channel on the TV

· Using the TV remote, select LOCAL

· Connect the cables

· Connect the computer, the Composite TV-Out Adapter Cable, the RCA cable, and the “Video In” of the Classroom Control Panel.   
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· Configure the laptop

1. Minimize any running programs and go to a blank area of the desktop.
2. Right mouse button click in an empty region.
3. Select Properties.  You will see this dialogue box.
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4. Select Settings (Tab) → Advanced… (button) → Displays (tab).  You will see the following dialogue box.
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5. Click on the button next to “TV” (see arrow above).  
6. Press “Apply” button.

7. You should now see your laptop display on your classroom monitor.
Suggestion—


Once you get to the dialogue box above, you can set up a keyboard shortcut so you don’t have to go through these last seven steps again.  
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After you follow these steps, you have a keyboard shortcut (Ctrl + Alt + T) to get your laptop to send a signal to a connected TV.  

Connecting Your Laptop to the Classroom Speakers

In addition to your laptop, you need a 3.5mm Male/2RCA Male, Speaker Cable.
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Here’s what you need to do:

1. Connect the audio cable to the headset port on the laptop.  

2. Connect one of the two RCA plugs to the Classroom Control Panel.  You can connect to “Audio In” and select “Television” with the source selector or connect to “Classroom Audio” and select “Local Audio” depending on your use.
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3. Adjust volume on the laptop and the Classroom Control Panel (the Volume Control knob).
