WARNING—This is what Dino did to his machine.  Realize it might not work for your situation.  Also, understand if you modify your settings incorrectly, your laptop might not be able to access the Internet at school.

· Using a dial-up connection

· Follow the instruction for accessing the Internet given by your Internet Service Provider.  You might need to install a program or setup a dialup number.

· After you setup your laptop, you should be able to connect to the Internet but no pages will load in Internet Explorer.  You will need to do the following in Internet Explorer to solve this problem.
· Tools → Internet Options… → Connections (tab) → LAN Settings (button)

· Uncheck the box labeled, “Use a proxy server for your LAN.”
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· When you dial up to the internet, you should be able to browse normally

· You will need to check the box when you return to the Academy

· Using a cable modem or DSL modem

· You will also need to Uncheck the box labeled, “Use a proxy server for your LAN” when at home and recheck at school
· In addition, you will need to install your DSL/Cable Modem software

· You will also probably need to have a dynamic IP/DNS address

· On the desktop, right mouse button click on “My Network Places” and select Properties from the pop up menu

· You will see two local area connections.  Put your mouse pointer above each and select the one that reads, “3Com Integrated Fast Ethernet Controller.”

· Double click on “Internet Protocol (TCP/IP)”
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· Next a window will appear.  Write down the 5 sets of numbers that you see.

· Then click the radio buttons for obtaining the IP address automatically and obtaining the DNS server address automatically (as shown on the next page)
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· Click OK and you are done

· If you want to be directly connected to the server at school, you will need to replace the numbers you wrote down in the boxes above.  However, most of us will use a wireless connection to the server, so you should be fine without these numbers.  

· Using a wireless network such as the one at the Academy

· You need a wireless access point and a DSL or cable modem (I believe a cable modem works better.)
· You do the same procedure as above except it occurs to the local area connection with the label True Mobile MiniPCI Card
· You will need to return the Internet Protocol (TCP/IP) Properties box back to its original settings to use the wireless network at school.  That means typing in those five sets of numbers each time you return to school.
