Journal

· big jump to go straight to OneNote…Journal is a nice transmission 

· many tools are familiar to most people

· this is the one piece of software that Dino uses when showing off the Tablet – intuitive

· Tips before you start Journal
· Rotate your screen first, then launch Journal

· Open up all your toolbars

· If printing from Journal onto paper, view the page setup (can set-up default)
· can customize colors of pens
· eraser can be problematic for some people – icon eraser …4  choices

· sometimes when you make a PDF of an inked document – highlighted areas can turn out opaque

· machine can turn handwriting to text – lasso info to convert ( actions ( text correction…right mouse button click will give options for font 
· Insert-Remove space

· Journal Tutorial  - interactive exercises

· If you teach foreign language – handwriting can be changed to a recognizer options – Tools ( Options ( Other – see Dino if this is an interesting feature to you

· Flags – to “flag” ideas – works very nicely with search feature
· Import – great for making a template – can also “print” a document to Journal
· This program is very “kid friendly” and the learning curve is very low

· benefit of inking on Journal Note vs Word document:  very “kid friendly”, tools are visible available

· when importing a document – only goes to that page…not all pages

· File ( Page Setup…make choices

· To make a template – File ( Save As ( Save as type ( Windows Journal Template ( Save existing ink pictures…

· By default – all Journal Notes goes into My Notes

· Stephanie puts a template in taskbar for quick access

· Can insert a textbox if you choose
· Journal is great for a grading rubric

· Journal is great tool to use for a share computer

· can draw circles and straight lines using cups and rulers directly on the Tablet screen

· lower grades – use for a lot of modeling
· great to create personal list
