
Creating a FrontPage Web Site for Later Publishing
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· It is probably located at Start -> Programs -> Microsoft FrontPage
2. Create a new web project.  

· "File" -> "New"[image: image1.bmp]
3. Select “One page Web site…” from the task pane on the right.

4. Select “One Page Web” in the dialogue box that appears.  For this example, we will use the location "H:\first site" for the web under "Options" on the right side of the screen as shown below.  This will place your web folder on the server.  Click “OK” and this box will disappear.  
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5. Next, double click on “index.htm”.
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6. This will bring up your web page which has the file name index.htm.  Type and add content as you would in a word processing program.  
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7. Now save what you have by selecting "File" -> "Save".

8. This sets up your one page web properly for later publishing.  You will need to find a web space provider to publish your page.  He/she will give you an address and login name and password to make this possible.
